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During this unit, children will take a closer look at the main features of different types of homes. They will find out about some
features of homes built a long time ago, such as thatched roofs. Children will start to think about how homes have changed
over time. They will investigate what the interior of Victorian homes were like. Using photos of reconstructions as well as
photographs of rooms taken in Victorian times, they will start to identify some features of Victorian homes. They will explore
some common objects found in Victorian homes, such as bellows and mangles. They will confinue to identify similarities and
differences between Victorian and modern homes.
